
A LATEX-PRODUCING SHRUB FROM MOZAMBIQUE. (CONOPHARYNGIA ELEGANS STAPF, S. P. I, No. 49322.)
This small tree or large shrub is a very handsome ornamental when in full foliage, and as such merits attention in the South. Moreover, it produces

very abundantly a milky juice, or latex, which has been suggested as of value for rubber. This shrub is closely allied to the genus Landolphia,
which includes the most important rubber plants of Africa.
